Adverbs of manner describe how an action happens.
They answer the question: How?

Examples from Afghan teens’ daily life:

Ahmad runs quickly to catch the school bus.
Fatima speaks English fluently with her teacher.

Samiya writes carefully in her notebook.

Add -ly to adjective: Irregular adverbs:

e quick = quickly e good — well
e careful — carefully o fast— fast

* happy — happily e hard— hard
